MEANING: (What does each piece of target language mean?
List at least 4 comprehension checking questions (yes/no, either/or, example, short answer, then definition if possible!) for the meaning of this language point:
1. How do you show politeness?
2. What do you say to show thankfulness?
3. Do you say “please” at the beginning or at the end?
4. Do you say “thank you” to show you are grateful or ungrateful?
5. How do you say to call the attention of somebody?
USE  (When is this appropriate or not appropriate? Compare it to language that has a similar meaning. When do we choose to use this form?  Why?)
It is appropriate to use the polite word “please” to request an action or something from another person. However, it is not very common for young people to use them, especially if they are friends.
Challenge point:  What is most challenging (F, M or U) and why?
The polite request “May I borrow your pencil” is challenging for students of Spanish as native language to use it, because it can be translated as “puedo prestarte tu lápiz” that can semantically confuse students. Semantic interference from L1 to TL.
List 3-5 potential and/or typical mistakes/challenges that ELLs might make/have when learning this particular language point.

1. May you borrow your pencil? (Meaning may I borrow your pencil?)
2. The use of please at the beginning of the imperative.

What are you going to do to help learners deal with these challenges?

I am going to use sentence formation games for them to internalize the sentence structure.
Ask them to practice the imperative statements in pairs
